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Nine "Church Approved" Sins

(PART 1)

I was in an engineering class the first time [ watched the tragic explo-
sion of the space shuttle Challenger. Even though I wasn’t alive when it hap-
pened, I caught a glimpse of the horror that thousands must have felt as the
events unfolded. And the first question everyone wanted to know was, “What
happened?” After months of investigation, here is what the Rogers Commis-
sion, (group commissioned to investigate the explosion) discovered: An O-
ring seal in the right solid rocket booster failed at takeoff. 1 won’t bore you
with the details but an O-ring is a device relative to the size of a space shuttle:
very small. It wasn’t something huge like a puncture in the rocket booster or
a hole in the cabin that caused this disaster. It was a small, seemingly insig-
nificant O-ring failure. I think there is a lesson here for the church. What if
the big sins, you know, the ones you try hardest to avoid aren’t the greatest
threat to your joy and the church’s mission? Maybe, it’s the sins lying under-
neath, the ones considered normal or acceptable, the ones going undetected,
that are affecting the church the most. I want to address nine of these sins:

FEAR: The phrases “do not fear” and “do not be afraid” appear doz-
ens of times in the Bible. And here is what the church misses with the subject
of fear. Let me pose this as a question. What is the opposite of fear? Cour-
age? Bravery? William Wallace? The opposite of fear is ...LOVE. Add to
this, the reality that God is love. So, according to the transitive property of
mathematics, the opposite of fear is God. Christians are the most fearful peo-
ple on earth. Even our salvation is rooted in fear. Does it bother anyone that
the primary method of bringing people to Jesus is to scare them away from
hell? That is fear language, the antithesis of God. Look at what John says,
“There is no fear in love but perfect love casts out fear. For fear has to do
with punishment and whoever fears has not been perfected in love” (1 John
4:18). The church is scared to make decisions out of fear. Christians are hesi-
tant to step into dangerous situations out of fear. The catalyst for our obedi-
ence is fear. Where is the love? Several weeks ago, [ decided to remove the
words “fear, scared and terrified from my vocabulary. Maybe you should
do the same. It could change how you see the world and how you see God.
