What is the value
of Prayer?
Read Phil, 4:6,7

A Word Fitly Spoken

The Bible has a lot to say about speech, speaking, the tongue and how it is used. Just a couple of
examples in Proverbs: “A word fitly spoken is like apples of gold in settings of silver” (Proverbs
25:11). “Life and death are in the tongue” (Proverbs 18:21). A couple of examples in the New
Testament: “Speak the truth in love” (Ephesians 4:15) and “Let your speech be with grace sea-
soned with salt answering every man as you ought” (Colossians 4:6). James laments the fact
that humanity, whether god fearing or not, has had trouble “taming the tongue” and that only
a “perfect man” can “control” his mouth (James 3:2-12). It is no surprise that Jesus mastered
the tongue. He always had the right thing to say in every situation.

--To the religious elites a strong rebuke , for those trying to make money off of God’s name in
God’s temple among God’s people. It was a violent response of turning over tables, running peo-
ple out and a strong rebuke for making a mockery of the faith. For those who would set up their
own traditions as law above the law of God itself (see Mark 7:1-13) (Matthew 15:1-9), it was a
strong verbal rebuke, pronouncing a “woe” to them because they were “hypocrites”; also, call-
ing them “brood of vipers” (Matthew 23:1-36). This was not just anger and name calling; it was
righteous indignation because they were not properly leading God’s people.

--To the broken spirit, a word of compassion . Whether it was a woman with an issue of
blood for twelve years who had lost hope, a father in the depths of despair because of a sick and
dying child, a grieving mother whose son just died, a Samaritan woman who had a checkered
past, or a woman taken in the very act of adultery, he spoke words of compassion and mercy
consistent with the will of God.

-- To the doubtful and wavering faith, a gentle reproof and exhortation . The disciples
seemed to frequently struggle with their faith. This can be difficult for us to imagine because
there they were with Jesus, God in the flesh, witnessing his miracles and hearing his sermons
and yet they doubted and wavered in their faith, much to the exasperation and frustration of
Jesus. He would often reprove their doubt, little faith or unbelief (Matthew 14:31; 17:20) and
then exhort or push them to do better. But, to be honest, Christians still grapple with living
the Christian life in a faithful manner, often falling short and becoming discouraged, just like
the disciples. Instead of belittling those who struggle with sin or faithful living, we ought to
make our mission to be like Jesus and “exhort and comfort the faint of heart and uphold the
weak” (1 Thessalonians 5:14) and make it a practice to speak words that are “necessary for edifi-
cation” and “impart grace to the hearers” (Ephesians 4:29).

Whatever and wherever Jesus spoke, it was right, fitting, just and consistent with the will of
God. As followers of Christ, we ought to examine our hearts and the words that come out of our
mouths. If it is words in defense of truth or the cause of Christ, be sure they are not words of
anger from a malicious heart but rather righteous indignation. If we are representing Christ in
this world filled with broken lives, let it be words of encouragement, compassion and mercy. If
we are among weak and struggling brethren, let it be words of exhortation and edification. Let
our words be with wisdom and truth, always in the spirit of love. Let those words be fitly spo-
