“Try Jesus”.  Here is another spiritualized, canned, automated Christian saying that sounds 
good but is actually garbage.  It is usually said as an invitation to Christianity.  “You may 
have tried this and that and such, now try Jesus.” Or “Try Jesus and see if He won’t do this 
and that”.   Once again, good intentions have created a slippery slope of confusion. 

Trust Jesus, don’t just try him.  He is not another anything.  He is in a class all by Himself:  
incomparable, indisputable and undeniably, Lord.  He earned the right to be Lord and as 
Lord, he deserves your loyalty, not your trial.  In fact, He is Lord because He has already 
been tried.  Judged by an unlawful court, he was condemned for a crime He did not commit 
and hung on a cross for our trespasses.  But, He rose from the grave with all power.  That is 
a historical fact that demands loyalty, not another trial. 

“Trying Jesus” is a setup for failure.  Whatever criteria for a successful “trial” that a person 
may have becomes very problematic in the face of persecution and tribulation.  If you “Try 
Jesus”  and sickness comes or death in your family or famine and such, you may find your-
self thinking that Jesus doesn’t work.  Countless people have given up their walk with Christ 
because they believed the Lord failed them;  that he did not do what they thought He should 
do. 

That is why trust is the only way to serve.  It is when you walk by faith that Christ shows 
Himself mighty.  It is through trust that you have confidence about life.  Trusting Him is the 
only way to take Him at his word.  Lordship makes life make sense. 

“So,  do not throw away your confidence; it will be richly rewarded.  You need to persevere 
so that when you have done the will of God, you will receive what He has promised.
